WILL BE ACCEPTED AT CAMP; we accept checks only from participating churches.

4) Please do not call your child at camp unless it is an emergency.

5)  Your child will NOT be allowed to leave camp with anyone except the church

group with which he/she came unless you personally come and get him/her.  If you must take your

child home early, please notify the Camp Director BEFORE you come up!

6)  You are asked not to visit your child during camp.  Visits by parents can upset other campers and

camp is only 4 days.

                         Camper Information

We are planning a great camp for you! Please read the following information so you can have the best camp experience possible. 

What to Bring:  Sleeping bag or bed roll, pillow, flashlight, BIBLE, pencil, note paper 

 warm winter clothing, warm coat, (IT WILL BE COLD) towels, soap, toothbrush & toothpaste, and other personal items needed for four days of camp. A change of shoes is a must along with extra socks. 

Other items to bring: chap stick, shampoo/conditioner beanie and scarf, gloves, warm socks winter/snow boots, small amount of spending money for vending machines and general store and snack bar. 
What Not to Bring:  Radios, CD/mP3 player,  water guns, water balloons, pocket knives, matches and lighters, Alcohol, Illegal drugs, fire arms, pets, big screen TV., leaf blower, coasting devices (only inner tubes are allowed as sledding devices in the camp), homework, Christmas tree, or any electronic games. 

When camp is over: Camp is not over until ALL cabins and grounds are clean and have passed inspection. To help the cleaning processes on the last day keep your items in your bag.
